Bien sdr, les diverses analyses ne manqueront pas de faire apparaitre les
formes théoriques et/ou pratiques d'une expression humaine porteuse
de l'idéologie politique, et envisagée dans sa dimension collective et/ou
individuelle. Laquelle se retrouve aussi bien dans les milieux politiques,
socio-économiques et religieux que dans le domaine des lettres et des
arts visuels.

This conference aims at questioning history in order to better
understand the complexity of the ideological and political situation in
early XXIP-century Ireland. In doing so the papers will analyse the
multiple persuasions within the gamut of Irish political ideology, from
the Enlightenment to the present day, certainly through the notion
of descent and / or that of taxonomy but also through their dialectic
relationships epitomized notably by the following divides: separatism
/ unionism; constitutional nationalism / revolutionary nationalism;
national revolution / social revolution; parliamentary agitation / armed
struggle; autonomy / independence,; constitutional monarchy / republic;
irenism / sectarianism...

Of course, the various analyses will not fail to highlight the theoretical
and / or the practical forms of a human expression, originator of political
ideology and viewed in its collective and / or individual dimension, which
is found in political, socio-economic and religious circles as well as in the
realm of literature and visual arts.
