who have provided 85.3% fundingf a tw year
project.NIWIF has held its inaugairmeeting and
has just ppointed a pdrtime adminisator.
NIWIF is also athis point seeking ntch funding
Trish sgs “this is all mving a stge leaning
curve and has ceinly talen us out ofour "com
fort zone".
